The Northern Road Relays – Birchwood, Warrington –2011

Kingston upon Hull A.C. made the journey down the M62 to compete in the annual Northern Road Relay Championships, which were held this year at a very sunny Birchwood in Warrington.
The opening race off the day saw the Under 13 Girls race.  Amelia Robinson set the team off finishing in 12th position in a time of 11.50.  Amelia handed over to Emily Lyons who brought the team up to 9th position after leg 2 with an impressive time of 11.42 and the 5th fastest athlete overall on stage 2.  Emily then handed over to Rebecca Briggs on the final leg who brought the team home in 7th position in a time of 12.06 and the 9th quickest athlete overall on leg 3.  The girls overall time was 35.38.

The Under 13 Boys raced next which saw Kingston’s best result of the day.  Jack Brothwell set the team off coming home in 6th position on leg 1 with a time of 10.35.  Jack then handed over to Connor Bingham who finished his leg in 11th position in a time of 11.56.  Baldvin Magnusson then ran the final leg moving the team up to 4th place in a time of 10.29 and the quickest runner overall on the final leg.  The boys overall time was 33.00.  Adam Egan and Sam Brennan also ran in an incomplete B team.  Adam finished leg 1 in 21st position in a time of 11.43 with Sam moving the B team up to 17th position after the 2nd leg with a time of 11.52.
The third race off the day saw the Under 15 Girls race.  Georgia Briggs set the team off finishing Leg 1 in 33rd position in a time of 12.42.  Georgia then handed over to Lauren Jones who moved the team up to 27th position in a time of 12.07.  Lauren then handed over to Holly Cavany on the final leg who brought the team home in 27th place in a time of 12.52.  The girls overall time was 37.41.  
The Under 15 Boys raced next in Warrington.  Joshua Taylor-Brown set the team off finishing in 20th position with a time of 10.38.  Josh then handed over to Sam Jarram who moved the team up to 17th position in a time of 10.27 and the 10th quickest athlete overall on Leg 2.  Sam then handed over to Andrew Hess on the final leg who brought the team home in 18th position with a time of 11.08.  The boys overall time was 32.13.

There was no team from Kingston competing in the Under 17 Women race this year, despite the depth of the team within this age group.  Stuart Singleton and Harvey Jackson competed as in complete team in the Under 17 Boys age group.  Stuart set the team off finishing Leg 1 in 23rd position in a time of 11.04.  Harvey finished Leg 2 in 27th position and in a time of 12.03.

The Senior Women’s race saw 4 athletes competing in each team.  Lauren Havercroft set the team off, finishing in 40th position with a time of 19.36.  Lauren then handed over to Michelle Stone on leg 2 who moved the team up to 27th position with a time of 18.46 and the 14th quickest athlete overall on the 2nd leg.  Michelle then handed over to Eve Cavany on the 3rd leg who finished in 30th position in a time of 21.07.  Eve then handed over to Laura-Jane Day on the final leg who brought the team home in 20th place overall in an impressive time of 18.14 and the quickest of the 4 Kingston ladies.  Laura-Jane’s time was the 5th quickest overall on Leg 4.  The ladies overall time was 1.17.43.    

Finally the Senior Men required 6 men in their teams.  Sadly due to other commitments and injuries, Kris Lecher was the only athlete who raced from Kingston in the senior Men’s race.  Kris finished leg 1 in 23rd position in a time of 18.51.
