Northern Athletics U15’s and U17’s Track and Field Champs Report – Leigh Sports Village
13 Under 15 and Under 17 athletes from Kingston upon Hull Athletics Club competed against some of the best athletes in the North of England at the Northern Athletics U15’s and U17’s Track and Field Championships, staged at a very wet Leigh Sports Village in Lancashire.  

The first athlete to compete on the track was Bradley Ryan in the U15 Boys 100m heats.  Bradley ran in heat 3 where he finished in 3rd position in a time of 12.59.  He progressed to the final where he finished in 6th place in a time of 12.30.  Latter on in the day he also competed in the U15 Boys 200m heats where he finished in 4th position in heat 1 with a time of 25.46.  Again he progressed to the final where he finished in 7th position in a time of 25.33.  Also running in the U15 Boys 200m heats was Eric Gardham who finished close behind Bradley in heat 1 and finished in 5th position with a time of 28.79.  Chris Bolt ran in the U17 Men’s 200m heats where he finished in 6th position in heat 1 with a time of 25.60.

Charley Gallagher and Molly Storey both ran in the U15 Girls 100m heats.  Charley finished 7th in heat 1 with a time of 14.00.  Molly ran in heat 2 where she finished in 2nd place with a time of 12.81.  Molly progressed to the final where she finished in 5th position in a time of 12.70.  Latter on in the day she also ran in the U15 Girls 200m heats.  Molly won heat 1 in a time of 26.57.  She again progressed to the final, but she sadly got disqualified.
Ellie Wilson ran in the 2nd heat of the U15 Girls 800m heats where she finished 2nd in heat 2 in a time of 2.23.7.  She progressed to the final where she finished in 5th position with a time of 2.20.23.  Jess Lonsdale ran in the U17 Women’s 1500m Final where she finished in 7th position in a time of 4.46.18.  Eve Cavany and Katie Michaels both ran in the U17 Women’s 800m heats.  Eve finished 6th in heat 1 in a time of 2.28.82.  Katie also finished in 6th position in heat 2 with a time of 2.27.01.  Matt Elvidge ran in U15 Boys 80m Hurdles Final where he finished in 3rd position with a time of 13.28.  

There was plenty of success for Kingston athletes in the field events too.  Abbi Carter had a good day winning both the U17 Women’s Hammer Final as well as the U17 Women’s Discus Final.  She won the Hammer competition with a best throw of 52.20m and won the Discus competition with a best throw of 37.05m.  Another athlete who won 2 Gold medals at these championships was Daniel Preston-Routledge.  Daniel won his gold medals in the U15 Boys Discus Final where he threw 40.39m and in the U15 Boys Shot Putt final where he putted 12.94m.  

Matt Elvidge and Eric Gardham both competed in the U15 Boys Long Jump Final.  Matt finished in 4th place with a best jump of 5.28m.  Eric finished in 6th position with a best jump of 4.06m.  Rebecca Cope competed in the Under 17 Women’s Triple Jump Final where she finished in 4th position with a best jump of 10.77m.  Charley Gallagher finished 15th in the U15 Girls Long Jump Final with a best jump of 3.89m.
