Wakefield Track and Field Open Meeting Report - 2010
15 Athletes from Kingston upon Hull A.C. competed at the annual Wakefield Spring Track and Field Open Meeting, at the Thornes Park Athletics Stadium in Wakefield.

In the U15 Girls 800m race, Ellie Wilson ran 2.25.01 to finish in 2nd place in her heat and the race, but could not quite beat City of York’s Katy Wood who won both the heat and race in a time of 2.21.91

Chelsea Walker had a busy day.  Chelsea finished in 10th place in the U15 Girls Shot Putt with a best putt of 5.74m.  She also finished 5th in the Junior/Senior Women’s 1500m race in a time of 5.13.0.  A credit to Chelsea who found herself racing against Senior Women in this race.  Chelsea also ran in the U17 Women’s 300m race where she finished in 7th position in a time of 45.36.  Jess Lonsdale also ran in this race – finishing in 4th position in a time of 43.61.

The highlight of the day – as far as Kingston athletes were concerned was in a very competitive U17 Women’s 800m race which Jess Lonsdale won in a time of 2.19.80.  She was backed up by Katie Michaels who finished 2nd in a time of 2.24.48 and Eve Cavany who finished in 3rd place in a time of 2.25.00.  A clean sweep of medals for Kingston athletes in this race!  Alice Middleton also ran in this race, Alice finished in 6th position in a time of 2.42.09.        

Maria Walker (like her sister Chelsea) also had an extremely busy day.  She finished 3rd in the Women’s Javelin with a best throw of 23.95.  She finished 4th in the Junior / Senior Women’s 300m Hurdles race in a time of 65.3 and finished in 7th place in the U17 Women’s Discus with a best throw of 19.57.  Kirsty Watson also competed in this event.  Kirsty finishing in 8th position with a best throw of 17.21m.  She also competed in the U17 Women Shot Putt where she finished in 9th position with a best putt of 7.24m.

Nathan Hood competed in both the U13 Boys 100m and also the U13 Boys Long Jump.  Nathan won heat 4 of the 100m (10th overall) in a time of 15.17. and finished in 9th place in the Long Jump with a best jump of 3.77m.        

Mike Adlard also competed in 2 events at this meeting.  He finished in 5th place in the U15 Boys 200m race in a time of 8.59 and won heat 2 of the U15 Boys 800m (7th overall) with a time of 2.23.45. 

Matt Elvidge (another athlete to compete in 2 events at this meeting) finished in 3rd position in the U15 Boys 80m Hurdles in a time of 13.75 and finished in 4th position in the U15 Boys Long Jump with a best jump of 5.09m.

Dan Preston-Routeledge also competed in 2 events at this meeting.  Dan won the U15 Boys Shot Putt with a best putt of 13.15m and finished 3rd in the U17 Men’s Discus with a best throw of 32.67m.

There was a fantastic race in the Junior/Senior Men 1500m race.  James Lamswood finished right behind City of York’s Dan Cheeseman in a very close race.  James running 4.13.47.  James running as an U17 Man, whilst Dan ran as an Under 20 Man.  Also in this race James Gilbert finished close behind in 4th place in a time of 4.18.31        

The Final Kingston athlete to compete at this meeting was John Twiddle who competed in the Junior/Senior Men’s Discus, Hammer and Shot Putt.  John won the discus with a best throw of 34.14m, finished 2nd in the Hammer with a best throw of 37.45m and won the Shot Putt with a best putt of 12.46m.

All athletes can now look forward to competing at their home Track Open meeting, at Costello Stadium in a weeks time.
